Dear President-Elect Obama and Vice President-Bligen:

As leaders of women’s organizations and advocateswdmen’s equality, collectively
representing over 14 million women, we are writiagelaborate on the need for historic levels of
women'’s appointments and the need to restore amadgshen executive branch offices for women.

We applaud your initial appointments of talentedven and we encourage you to further gender
balance your White House, Cabinet, and executipeiagments. The U.S., with women
composing just 17% of the members of Congresssratitkt among the world’s parliaments in
representation of women. With women so underrertesl in Congress, we believe it is crucial
for women'’s representation to increase dramaticlijpe executive branch of decision-making.
Many of us will be submitting names of excellentl @iverse women for your consideration.

Like you, we believe that we are at a time of & nge in our nation’s history. Through both
words and actions, you have encouraged and chealiethg nation to think transformationally.

In this spirit, we urge you to create a Cabinetledffice on Women that will deal not only with
the status of women, but with the many inequitiesnen face in our society, our nation, and our
world. Such an office is even more necessary tdoegause of the increased disparities and
backward movement of the past eight years.



Although many countries have a Cabinet ministegpaasible for addressing women'’s issues and
concerns, it would be another historic “first” fitie United States to recognize the importance of
solving inequities faced by women as well as furgrapowering women and girls to reach for
their dreams. The Director would hold cabinet rank report directly to the President, and the
new office would be responsible for, but not lindite, the following:

1. Impact Evaluation and Strategic Planning. The Office on Women would seek new ways to
bring to this great country the full potential eht of millions of women and girls of all races and
from all walks of life through policies, inter-aggncoordination, budgeting and initiatives that
will bring us closer to equality.

The new Office on Women would evaluate federal potg,initiatives and policies for their
impact on womergaddressing both opportunities and inequities) amutove their effectiveness
through coordination and strategic planning. Thec®fwould have leadership of the reconstituted
White House Office for Women'’s Initiatives and Ga#ch as well as the restored Interagency
Council on Women. It would also be charged witbgarring a coordinated budget for all efforts
aimed at achieving the equality of women.

Because women, especially women of color, arereifity affected by so many laws and policies
— from health care to labor to the economy — drigcal that thampact on womebe “part of the
picture” as each and every critical decision is e1ad cabinet-level office is the most effective
way to accomplish this goal. Many of our federalggams were designed at a time when women'’s
roles in our society were very different, and tisbpuld be reviewed and reconsidered.

The disparate treatment of women and the dispargtact of seemingly gender-neutral policies
are so systemic that they cut across departmenés &nd require an intersectional approach.
More importantly, women need an advocate at thieypohaking table whose specific
responsibility is considering and weighing in oe ffotential of decisions to positively or
negatively impact women’s opportunities for advaneat. We cannot expect the few women at
the table to bear this responsibility in additiorthe responsibilities of their designated agency.

2. Interdepartmental Coordination [Interagency Courcil on Women]. Currently, women’s
programs are housed in many different departmerdiding Labor, Defense, Health and Human
Services, Justice, and many others. Some of tHésesoare focused on making sure women’s
needs are addressed adequately as each agencycsaekieve its mission and deliver services,
while others focus primarily on advancing womenhiitthe agency’s workforce. It is important
that each government agency have an effective taowigsoffice (or offices) on women that
address both women as workers and women as ctiettie agency. These offices could learn
much from each other and could work together togomore effective and timely change for
women.

To effectively coordinate the work of the varioesléral departments and agencies, we urge that
the work of the former Clinton-etateragency Council on Women be taken up by th&c®fin
Women. We recommend the council staff be compoegpoesentatives of each of the agencies
and departments who are “lent” to the Council. Woek of the Council should be reviewing and
assessing the work of all agencies and departntiggttserve women, coordinate government-wide
women’s initiatives, and ensure the various agemd/departmental policies are in keeping with
our national and international commitments to women



3. Policy Initiatives, Outreach and Inreach [Office fa Women's Initiatives and Outreach].

The Office on Women should also include a restaradi strengthened White House Office for
Women'’s Initiatives and Outreach. That office, unéieesident Clinton, was very small and its
director was a deputy assistant to the PresidBiné purpose has been described as "outreach to
keep women's organizations informed (and presungipportive) of presidential initiatives, and
'inreach’ to solicit views of national women's leesdfor injection into White house staff offices as
policy proposals were being formulated.”

We believe the restored program should be strengtha rank, staffing, and function, to include
both a political function (interrelation with womeitected officials) and a communications
function (creating communications opportunitiestfoe White House and providing support on
women's issues and events).

It is crucial that there be a policy function tastkeffort addressing a full range of women's issues
including work/family balance and women's disprajorate poverty. This function would include
review of new federal policies and budgets and tingbact on women in a cross-departmental
approach, in addition to the previous outreach"améach” functions.

4. Interrelation with Other Agencies. The Office on Women would interrelate with that8s

of Women Commissions of many states, counties pamaicipalities of our nation, the United
Nations Development Fund for Women (UNIFEM) and $tatus of Women Commission, as well
as the women’s ministries of many other nations.

Thank you for your consideration of these idea® &ktraordinary support you received from
women in this election is testament to our confaem your commitment to equality and change.
We look forward to working with you and with thecaenplished and visionary women and men
who will bring new ideas and new initiatives to yadministration.
